If your friend or a loved one is unwilling to get help consider the 

following: 

Mental Illness 

In Kentucky there is assistance for getting help when a friend or family 

member has become a danger or threat to self, family, or others as a 

result of mental illness and will not agree to seek treatment              

voluntarily.  To begin the process, visit your district clerk’s office and 

ask to file a petition for an involuntary hospitalization (202A).  You will 

be asked to provide information regarding how the individual is a    

danger to self or others. The local NAMI chapter (see page 10) 

provides support for families facing these issues.

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Kentucky’s Good Samaritan Law: KRS218A.133 

A major road block to saving many lives is people standing by not 
calling for medical help because they are scared of being in legal 
trouble. The Good Samaritan Law encourages people present at an 
overdose to do the right thing: call for help and stay with the 
overdosed person until help arrives 

This Law: 

¶ Allows people not to be charged with drug possession and use 
offenses when finding medical help for overdoses. 

¶ Protects police, firefighters, EMS, and other first responders from 
needles sticks and other devices that may carry diseases. 

¶ Does not extend to outstanding warrants, probation, or parole 
violations, or other non-drug related crimes.

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What is Casey’s Law?  
The Matthew Casey Wethington Act for Substance Abuse Intervention is 

named for Matthew Casey Wethington, who died in 2002 from a heroin 

overdose at the age of 23.  Casey was an energetic young man who 

enjoyed life until it was “taken” by drugs.  Casey never intended to 

become addicted to drugs when he used for the first time.  What he did 

not realize was that his using would progress from abusing to dependence 

and then to the disease of addiction.  Although his parents tried to get him 

help, there was no law that could force someone into treatment because 

he was an adult.  After Casey’s death, his parents lobbied for change. 

“Casey’s Law” is an involuntary treatment act for those who suffer from 

the disease of addiction. 

What does the law provide? 
The act provides a means of helping someone who is unable to recognize 

his or her need for treatment due to the affect of substance misuse. This 

law allows parents, relatives, and/or friends to ask the court for treatment 

of the affected person. 

Why is Casey’s Law needed? 
Denial and drug use interferes with a person's ability to make a clear-

sensible decision. The "bottom" for many is death. Addiction is a 

progressive, life-threatening disease. the Best hope of survival for a 

person who's thinking is weakened due to the over-use of drugs is 

intervention. Studies show that treatment that is not by choice can be just 

as successful as treatment that is by choice. Most people who's thinking is 

weakened by the use of drugs get court-ordered treatment only after they 

have been arrested for a crime while under the influence of a substance. 

Drugs and crime often go hand-in-hand because people who's thinking is 

weakened by drugs are made to by their disease to resort to doing 

anything possible to get their drug. Court-ordered treatment can be 

effective while having nothing to do with who starts it. Not all people 

who's thinking is weakened by drugs are arrested, or even if they are, may 

not receive the treatment needed.

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What is the process to use Casey’s Law? 

The following steps must be taken in order to involuntarily commit 
someone to treatment: 
 
¶ Get a copy of the written request from the District Court clerk’s 

office by asking for Form 700A – the Verified Petition for 
Involuntary Treatment of Alcohol/Drug Abuse. 

 
¶ A spouse, relative, friend or guardian of the person who’s thinking 

is weakened by drugs fills out the petition and files it with the 
District Court clerk.  

 
¶ The court looks over the legal accusations in the written request, 

examines the person who approached the court for help that has 
promised to tell the truth and figures out whether there is 
probable cause to order treatment for the person named in the 
written request (the respondent). 

 
¶ If probable cause is found, a judge assigns a lawyer to represent 

the respondent, order the person who responded to be checked 
out and schedule a hearing within 14 days. 

 
¶ The respondent is told the date and purpose of the hearing and is 

checked out by two qualified health professionals, at least one of 
whom is a doctor, to decide if the respondent could benefit from 
treatment. 

 
¶ If the judge finds the respondent should go through treatment, 

the court will order treatment from 60 days up to 360 days, 
depending upon the request in the written request and the result 
of the check up. Treatment options change depending upon each 
person's conditions and can range from detoxification to intensive 
treatment through recovery.

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Tim's Law: Court-Ordered Assisted Out-Patient Mental 
Health Treatment 
The Kentucky General Assembly passed Tim’s Law in 2017. Tim's Law 
statutes can be found at Kentucky Revised Statutes 202A.0811-0831. 
 
What is Tim’s Law? 
Tim's Law approves state District Courts to order treatment outside of 
the hospital, with help, for people who have been hospitalized against 
their will at least twice in the past twelve months, who are diagnosed 
with a serious mental illness and are unlikely to stick to the programs 
that do not require staying in the hospital. For whom court-ordered 
treatment outside of the hospital, with help, is the least limiting way 
of treatment available. for more information contact the District Court 
Clerk's Office or your local NAMI chapter. 

 
Mental Health Diversion Docket 
What is the Mental Health Diversion Docket? 
The Clark District Mental Health Diversion Docket was established in 
November, 2014, to more effectively address the increasing number of 
mentally ill defendants cycling through the judicial system.   
 
What is the purpose of the Mental Health Diversion Docket? 
The mission of the Clark District Mental Health Diversion Docket is to 
protect public safety and reduce the recidivism rate of mentally ill 
offenders.   
 
What is the process of the Mental Health Diversion Docket? 
Using an approach involving court supervision, mental health 
treatment services, education, employment and personal 
responsibility for behavior, the Mental Health Diversion Docket looks 
for positive and long lasting life changes. Upon successful completion 
of the Clark District Mental Health Diversion Docket, the sentencing 
judge or Mental Health Diversion Docket judge may: 

(a) Dismiss the underlying charge(s), if the participant was on 
diversion but only when restitution, if any, has been paid in full or, 
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(b) Modify conditional discharge if the participant was on conditional  
       discharge or found to be in contempt of court, but only when 
       restitution, if any, has been paid in full.

Clark & Madison County Adult Drug Court Program 
 

What is drug court? 
Instead of spending time in jail, eligible participants complete a 
substance abuse program supervised by a judge. Drug Court combines 
close court supervision and treatment with other services to intervene 
and break the cycle of substance abuse, addiction and crime.  
 
What is the process of drug court? 
The program uses a team approach that requires collaboration among 
judges, Specialty Court staff, prosecutors, defense counsel, treatment 
professionals, law enforcement officers and other community 
agencies. These professionals help addicted individuals regain control 
of their lives through judicial oversight, intensive supervision and 
monitoring, participation in substance abuse treatment sessions and 
self-help groups, frequent and random urine screens, and referrals to 
community service agencies and other services. Drug Court operates 
under the Department of Specialty Courts at the Administrative Office 
of the Courts.

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Prevent Opioid Misuse 

If you are prescribed opioids for your pain, you have the following 
responsibilities to help ensure you are getting the safest, most effective 
pain management possible. 

What You Can Do to 

Prevent Opioid Misuse 
 

Work with Your Doctor 
¶Work with your doctor to create a 
plan on how to manage your pain. 

¶ Know your options and consider ways to manage your pain 
that do not include opioids. 

¶ Talk to your doctor about any and all side effects and 
concerns. 

¶ Make the most informed decision with your doctor. 

¶ Follow up regularly with your doctor. 
 

Take and Store Opioids Properly 

¶ Never take opioids in greater amounts or more often than prescribed. 

¶ Never sell or share prescription opioids. 

¶ Store prescription opioids in a secure place, out of reach of others 
(including children, family, friends, and visitors). 

¶ If you have unused prescription opioids at the end of your treatment, 
find your community drug take-back program or your pharmacy mail-
back program, or flush them down the toilet, following guidance from 
the Food and Drug Administration (www.fda.gov/Drugs/
ResourcesForYouexternal icon). 

¶ Don’t take opioids with alcohol and other medications like: 

¶ Benzodiazepines (such as Xanax® and Valium®) 

¶ Muscle relaxants (such as Soma® or Flexeril®) 

¶ Hypnotics (such as Ambien® or Lunesta®)
